PROJECT DESCRIPTION:
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In August 1997, the Foundation opened this First Aid Medical Station, and provided a generator and electric water pump for its water well. Commonly treated illnesses at the Medical Station are: Respiratory illness, Malaria, Diarrhea, Gastrointestinal infection and Dysentery. It also serves the mothers of Gia Canh village providing both delivery and post-natal care. Staff at the Medical Station, also provide preventative services including education regarding the importance of personal sanitation, health and hygiene. The Medical Station operates 5 days a week and is staffed by one doctor, a nurse and an assistant. 

REPORTING PERIOD:
January – December 2003

In 2003, 1,249 patients were received at the clinic, resulting in a total of 4,299 consultations. Once again, the majority of these patients were suffering from respiratory illness. 649 patients were treated during the period and provided free of charge with the medicines they required. The malaria prevention initiatives adopted by the clinic have played a significant role in decreasing the incidents of malaria in the community. Mosquito nets re-spraying and termite destruction has been conducted 3 times this year in June, October and the latest December. All 310 families located in the District benefited from the campaign, with 1,550 mosquito nets re-sprayed for 1244 people. Especially, in December, 449 new mosquito nets have been supplied to every household in the locality.

The most remarkable development in the medical station’s activities during the last year related to tuberculosis. Because of the danger of infection with this disease, people suffering from symptoms of tuberculosis were given immediate attention and drugs at an early stage. Thanks to this policy, the number of tuberculosis patients didn’t increase from January to December with an average of 1 patient per month, a considerable achievement in an area where people’s living standards are still very low and their health easily damaged due to hard manual work.
